2023 da Vinci Decathlon Winners
Congratulations to the Year 6 da Vinci Decathlon participants 
who won the Mathematics section of this prestigious 
competition in July against approximately 130 other schools 
across the state!

The da Vinci Decathlon saw 11 teams of St Pius X students 
from Years 5 to 11 compete against other high achieving 
schools in Sydney.  The competition tests a broad range of 
skills at a very high standard. Teamwork is the major skill that 
a group needs to develop in order to complete the tasks. 

Teams of eight completed timed tasks across 12 disciplines: 
Engineering, Mathematics, Chess, Code Breaking, Art, Poetry, 
Science, English, Ideation, Creative producing, Cartography 
and Legacy.

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Mission and Identity
Affirming and celebrating Catholic Faith and Identity are core 
elements of St Pius X College. 

Reflecting the EREA Touchstones, the College provided many 
practical spiritual and liturgical experiences to the College 
community in terms two and three. These experiences 
were both within the Religious Education curriculum at St 
Pius X College as well as a wide range of faith formation 
opportunities to develop the spiritual life of each student 
and their families. This busy program has featured events 
of worship, celebration and contemplation and included: 
Retreats; Reflection Days; Grandparents and Parent liturgies;

Feast of Blessed Edmund Rice 
During May the College assembled to mark the Feast Day of 
our patron, Blessed Edmund Rice. Edmund was a man who 
possessed a profound sense of the dignity of every human 
person and a heightened sensitivity to the poor and the 
marginalised. At the assembly leaders recalled the events of 
Edmund’s life that led him to found the Christian Brothers, an 
organisation that lives out the Catholic faith through good 
works – particularly for those on the margins. Edmund’s 
spirituality can be summed up by his two most well known 
quotes, each of which can be found represented in the front 
foyer of the College. Through each social justice outreach 
initiative, we attempt to be people who ‘Give to the poor in 
handfuls!’, while every prayer at the college concludes with 
the beautiful line that shows what we desire, ‘Live Jesus in 
our Hearts – Forever!’ Our aim is to remind ourselves of the 
spirituality of Blessed Edmund Rice, as well as remind us of 
the legacy of which we are a part. 

Mother’s Day Celebrations
The entire College participated in celebrating mothers and 
significant women in their lives on 12 May with a Mother’s 
Day Liturgy followed by breakfast. 

With over 700 people in attendance the day was blessed 
with beautiful weather and a special Liturgy. College Captain, 
Eamon Boyle, provided a heart-felt and moving reflection that 
certainly highlighted the importance of having supportive 
women in our lives.

Feast of the Assumption Celebrations 
The Feast of the Assumption was marked on 15 August. It 
was a day of holy obligation which the College celebrated 
with three Masses at Our Lady of Dolours Catholic Church.

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St Pius X Day 
The College was closed on 28 August in a mark of respect 
of St Pius X. Born Giuseppe Sarto in 1835 in Northern Italy 
he was the second of 10 children in a poor Italian family, 
He was ordained a priest in 1858 and later was Bishop of 
Mantua and Cardinal Patriarch of Venice. Fr Sarto had a strong 
pastoral concern in his priestly ministries and often pawned 
his personal possessions to help the poor. He became Pope 
Pius X at age 68. His Papacy extended from 9 August 1903 
to 20 August 1914 and was noteworthy for a number of 
achievements: codification of Canon Law, promotion of 
scientific study of the Bible, more modern liturgies and church 
music and many social justice initiatives. 

Pope Pius X worked hard to prevent the First World War, 
proclaiming he would “Pray for Peace” rather than supporting 
any side.

He is often called the Pope of the Eucharist because he made 
Holy Communion available to younger people “at the age of 
reason”. 

Pope Pius X was canonized on 29 May 1954 and two days later 
at a special Mass in the local parish church the college was 
officially named St Pius X College. 

Youth Mass
Every fourth Sunday at 5,30pm at Our Lady of Dolours 
Church, St Pius X College and Mercy Catholic College students 
collaborate at the Youth Mass. Combined weekly chapel 
masses are also held on site at either school during the term.  
These are wonderful opportunities for the students to get 
together and connect within their Catholic Faith.

Father’s Day and Jersey Day
The Senior School community recognised Father’s Day with 
Mass in Our Lady Of Dolours Parish Chatswood, celebrated 
by Fr David Ranson.  At least two hundred dads, students, 
and staff enjoyed the moving liturgy honouring all who offer 
fatherly love.

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Reconciliation
The College Assembly was the highlight of Reconciliation 
Week. The Aboriginal Dance group Nulungu Dreaming, 
lead by Jessy, provided students with an education in the 
traditional dances and songs from the coastal district of 
New South Wales.  The group had the whole community 
captivated by their performance and stories associated with 
the dance.  The students enjoyed the experience and were 
very respectful towards the performers and guests.

‘An Act of Reconciliation’ 
In 2014, when the College reconciliation jersey was first 
commissioned, it included various significant totems, 
such as the Eucalyptus Paniculata (the Big Tree). At a 2015 
ceremony run by Indigenous Leader, Caleb, the big tree 
became the main staging area for a flock of sulphur-crested 
cockatoos that dive bombed the assembly as the sounds of 
the didgeridoo were played. The sulphur-crested cockatoo 
happens to be an iconic totem of the Cammeraygal people 
– custodians of the land we stand on each day. It was a very 
moving occasion.

The cockatoo signifies the spirits of family members who have 
died. So in 2022 students asked Professor Foley – Indigenous 
Elder of the Cammeraygal people about getting permission 
to use the sulphur-crested cockatoo on the College 
reconciliation jersey.

Professor Foley gave his blessing and Sam Bewley from Year 
8, who is a fantastic artist with a particular talent for drawing 
bird life was asked to draw some designs of cockatoos in flight 
and perching.  The designs now have pride of place amongst 
the branches of the Big Tree on the back of the 1st XV Rugby 
Jersey.  Mr Ronchetti presented Sam, with the first of the new 
design jerseys.  

Red Dirt Immersion
During the winter holidays 40 students from St Pius X College 
completed an immersion experience to Coonabarabran, 
Baradine, Coonamble, Walgett, Brewarrina, Bourke and 
Dubbo. The wider party of 80 students & staff were from 
Christian Brothers Lewisham, Brigidine College St Ives and 
Mater Maria Warriewood. They travelled to outback NSW to 
engage with rural and Aboriginal communities, schools and 
cultural sites.

Bill realises the great benefits of travel and immersion in other places as a 
way of learning and expanding people’s understanding of the world. To this 
end he has established the James Fellowship with provides an opportunity 
for teachers at the College to travel and experience firsthand aspects of 
teaching in new and stimulating environments. 

In 2023 four teachers were able to take advantage of this wonderful 
opportunity during the midyear break.
